way to grief as the death toll mounted and the war

exhausting conflict, others saw opportunities, whether it was to remake society by ending slavery
or to profit by finding substitutes to serve in the place of drafted men.

The exhibit, funded by community support, will tell the stories of the war through the voices of
people who experienced it, both on the battlefield and on the home front. Letters, diaries,
photographs and uniforms are just some of the original items from the CCHS collection that will
make these forgotten lives real. Visitors will hear the words and see the faces of the men,
women, and children who went about their lives knowing that things could be changed suddenly
and forever by news from the front. On the Edge of Battle will also examine the political and
social issues of the Civil War era, such as equality, freedom of the press and dissent during
wartime. Debate over these issues as well as the war’s legacy continues to this day, 150 years
after the attack on Fort Sumter.
